. Remove the existing faucet aerator

by unscrewing. If the faucet aerator Is
difficult to remove, a pair of pliers with
padded Jaws may work.

(See Figures 3 & 4.)

. Remove the protective foam wrap

from the diverter. Please note that
there are two gaskets provided wih
the diverter. Use the thick gasket.

Thread the Dlverter Valve onte the
faucet *hand-tight” only. (See Figure
5.) Do not overtighten! Overtlghten-
Ing can damage the threads. If the
diverter will not thread on propetly,
use the thin gasket. If the Diverter
Valve Is not compatible, an Adapter
and Gasket Kit is provided fto cbtain a
proper fit, (See Figure 1.}

. To run water through the filler, turn on

the COLD WATER faucet and slide the
diverter mechanism. To stop the flow,
turn off the cold water faucet or slide
the diverter mechanism in the oppo-
site direction. (See Figure 6.)

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FLUSHING THE FILTER

On inifial start up or after a Filter change,
turn the water on and rinse the Filter for 8
minutes to remove carbon fines and
expel excess alr.

For best resuits, after setting over night or
after several hours of non-use, turn the
system on and rinse the filter for 15
seconds before using.

WATER METER QPERATION SECTION

Your Countertop Water Filter comes with
a digital meter that shows you how
much filter life is left af any given time. To
presarve battery life the display is onty
activated when you draw water through
the filter or press the “Display” button.
There are three informational screens
that can be viewed by pressing the
display button.

Screen 1: Cgpacity Remalning
This display mode shows the remaining

capacity of your filter in gallons, (see
figure 73, in this case 800 gailons,

The unit of measure is either galions or
liters, depending on the progromming at
the foctory. The water drops at the
boftom of the screen graphically show
now much of the capacity of your filter
remains, much like a fuel gauge. By
pressing the display butten you can
move on to the next display mode,

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Screen 2: Months Remaining
This display made shows the remaining

capacity of your filter in months, in this
casa, 6 months. (See figure 8.)

By pressing the display buiton you can move
on to the next dispiay mode, Flow Rate.

Screen 3: Flow Rate

This display mode shows you at what
rate water is flowlng through your fliter.
(See figure 9.) This unlit Is designed ond
tested to operate at 0.75 gpm through
the use of an internal flow restrictor that
is dependant upon water pressure. As
slight variatlons In water pressure may
oceur, your disptay may flicker between
0.7 and 0.8 gpm.

The drawing shows that water Is flowing
through your filter at 0.7 gatlons per
minute. (See flgure 9.) The water drop
scrolls along the gauge at the bottorn
as a second indicator that water is
flowlng through your filfer and the water
meter is working property. Pushing the
display button again would return you to
Screen 1-Capacity Remaining.

ALARM MODES
Advisory Beep - 50 gallons left

The water meter wlill alert you with an
advisory beep when there is less than

50 gallons (200 liters) of capacity remain-
Ing In your filter. It Is a single advisory
beep that sounds every 5 seconds when
you draw water, and only when you
draw water. We suggest you contact
your supplier for a replacement filter as
soon as you hear the advisory beep.
(See figure 10.}

Alarmn Beep - Fitter capacity exhausted

The alarm beep sounds when the capac-
ity of your filter has been exhausted. The
water meter will sound three quick beeps
when water is drawn. The display will
alternate between "CHANGE FILTER 17
and the previous screen viewed. Tha
display wilt continue to altermate until the
filter has been changed and the meter
has been reset. (See figure 11.)

CHANGING THE FILTER AND SANITIZING
THE SYSTEM

The EcoWater RCCWF Filier has a rated
life of 500 gallons or 6 months, howeaver
in cartain water supplies, taste or odors
may return or the flow may decredse
prior to its rated capacity. in these cases
the Fiiter should be replaced more often,
To remove the exhausted Filter please
refer 1o the following Instructions:

1. Thera will be water in the Filter Hous-
Ing so be sure to change fllfers aver the
sink, Hold the water filter upside down
when removing the fliter Housing to
reduce spiliage. Unscrew the Filter
Housing by holding onto the base
assembly and turning the housing
clockwise. (See Figure 12.) Discard the
used Filter. Do Not discard the rubber
Housing O-Ring.

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leck could eccur. Place the Housing and
Base right side-up with the Faucet
pointing Into the sink. Allow to stand for
15 minutes.

4. After 15 minutes, rinse the chiorine
solution from the Housing and Base by
tuming on the COLD WATER faucet and
sitding the diverter mechanism. The
systermn will be adequately rinsed when
no chicring smell is present, Shut-off the
cold water.

5. Again, hold the flter upside down,
unscrew the Filter Housing by turning .
clockwlse cnd empty.

6. Remave the plastic wrap and iabel
from the replacement Fitter and place it
in the Filter Housing so that the end with
the Cartridge O-RIngs is facing outward
{toward the base}. Make sure that the
Housing O-Ring Is in the Filter Housing
and screw the Filter Housing onto the
Filter Base. (See Figure 12.)

7. Place the Filter Systemn right side-up
with the Faucet pointing intc the sink.
Rinse the Fllter Systern for 5 minutes 1o
remove carbon fines and expel excess
air. Be certain to reset the meter after
you have completely rinsed the systemlt

RESETTING THE WATER METER

CAUTION: After changing the filter you
must reset your meter to monitor the life
of your new filter. IT 15 VERY IMPORTANT
TO USE THE SAME KIND OF FILTERS THAT
WERE SHIPPED WITH YOUR SYSTEM. THE
VALUES THAT ARE PROGRAMMED INTO
THE WATER METER APPLY ONLY TO THE
SYSTEM MANUFACTURER'S FILTER.

TO RESET THE METER:

WARNING: Resetting the meter s
[rreversible. Please read the following
instructions carefully,

Depress and hold the reset button until
"RESET?  FiLTER 1" appears (2 seconds)
then releqse the reset button. The

"RESET?* will be flashing. (See Figure 13.)

Press and hold the display button ford
seconds to complete the filter reset. (See
figure 14.} (Nolice how the *?* disap-
pears after RESET and it stops flashing).

CHANGING THE BATTERIES

Under normal circumstances, the meter
hatteries should last 1-2 years. However,
it is recommended that the bafterles be
replaced every year or when the low
battery Indicator appears on the screen
("BAT™). (See Figure 15.)

1. Change the batteries only while the
water Is turned off,

2. Turn the system upside down.

3. Open battery door on bottom of Fiiter
Base assemnbly.

4, Remove both AAA batteries,

5. Note how batteries are to be installed
by looking at dlagram molded into
battery compartment. Faiiure to
properily Instail batterles can serlously
damage the system. Replace with
new batterles. Use only fresh batteries,

6. Close battery door,

7. Press Display to verify comrect installa-
