In order to prevent
potential danger, please observe the following instructions when installing, operating and cleaning the
product. To ensure your safety and prolong the service life of your LCD color TV product, please read
the following precautions carefully before using the product.

B Read instructions—All operating instructions must be read and understood before the product is

operated.

Keep this manual in a safe place—These safety and operating instructions must be kept in a

safe place for future reference.

Observe warnings—All warnings on the product and in the instructions must be observed

closely.

Follow instructions—All operating instructions must be followed.

Attachments—Do not use attachments not recommended by the manufacturer. Use of inad-

equate attachments can result in accidents.

Power source—This product must operate on a power source specified on the specification

label.
