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REMOVABLE CONTROL PANEL

Removable control panel

Theft protection

As a way of protecting your car radio
against theft, the unit is equipped with
aremovable control panel (release pan-
el). Without this control panel, the car
radio is worthless to a thief.

Protect you car radio against theft by
taking the control panel with you every
time you leave your vehicle. Do not leave
the control panel in your vehicle - not
even in a hiding place.

The control panel has been designed
to be easy to use.

Note:
« Never drop the control panel.

« Never expose the control panel to
direct sunlight or other heat sourc-
es.

« Avoid making direct skin contact
with the control panel's contacts. If
necessary, clean the contacts with
a lint-free cloth soaked in cleaning
spirits.

Removing the control panel

0 Press the [¥ button (1).
The control panel locking mechanism
opens.

O First, pull the control panel straight
off the unit and then out towards
the left.

« The unit switches off after the con-
trol panel is removed.

« All the current settings are saved.

« Any cassette already inserted in
the unit remains there.

Attaching the control panel

[1 Slide the control panel from left to
right into the unit's panel locking
mechanism.

O Press the left-hand edge of the
control panel into the unit until it
clicks into place.

Note:

« When attaching the control panel,
make sure you do not press the
display.

If the unit was still switched on when

you removed the control panel, the unit

will automatically switch on with the last
settings activated (i.e. radio, cassette,

CD changer, or AUX) when the panel is

replaced.

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SWITCHING ON/OFF

Switching on/off

There are various ways of switching the
unit on/off:

Switching on/off using the vehicle
ignition

If the unit is correctly connected to the
vehicle's ignition and it was not switched

off using button @ it will switch on/off
simultaneously with the ignition.

You can also switch the unit on even if
the ignition is off:

0 To do so, press button (17).
Note:
« To protect the vehicle battery, the

unit will switch off automatically af-
ter one hour if the ignition is off.

Switching on/off using the
removable control panel

0 Remove the control panel.

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ADJUSTING THE VOLUME

Adjusting the volume

The system volume can be adjusted in
steps from 0 (off) to 66 (maximum).

To increase the system volume,
0 press the A button (16).

Setting the power-on volume
You can set the unit's default power-on
volume.

O Press the MENU button (13).

Switching to radio mode

If you are in cassette, CD changer or
AUX mode,

O press the BAND (TS) button (2) or
FMT button (2).

“RADIO” appears in the display.

RDS functions (AF, REG)

The RDS functions AF (Alternative Fre-
guency) and REG (Regional) extend
your radio’s range of functions.

« AF: If the RDS function is activated,
the unit automatically tunes into the
best receivable frequency for the
station that is currently set.

« REG: At certain times, some radio
stations divide their programme
into regional programmes providing
different regional content. You can
use the REG function to prevent
the car radio from switching to al-
ternative frequencies that are
transmitting different programme
content.

Note:
« REG must be separately activated/
deactivated in the menu.

0 Press the MENU button (13).

[1 Keep pressing the ¥ or A button
(12) until “REG” appears in the dis-
play. “OFF” or “ON” is displayed
alongside “REG".

Switching the RDS function on/off

[0 To use the RDS functions (AF and
REG), press the RDS button (3).

Treble reduction feature during
interference (HICUT)

The HICUT function improves reception
during poor radio reception (only FM).

Switching HICUT on/off

0 Press the MENU button (13).

0 Keep pressing the ¥ or A button
(12) until “HICUT” appears in the
display.

0 Press the < or > button (12) to set
HICUT.

“HICUT 0” means no reduction will be
made, “HICUT 1" means a maximum
automatic reduction of the treble level
and interference level.

When you have finished making your
changes,

0 press the MENU button (13).

Displaying scrolling text

Some radio stations use the RDS sig-

nal to transmit advertising or other in-

formation instead of their station name.

These scrolling texts appear in the dis-

play. You can deactivate the feature for

displaying scrolling texts.

[0 Keep the RDS button @ pressed
until “NAME FIX” appears in the
display.

To allow scrolling text to be displayed

again,

[0 keep the RDS button @ pressed

until “NAME VAR” appeatrs in the
display.

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TRAFFIC INFORMATION RECEPTION

Traffic information
reception

Your radio unitis equipped with an RDS-
EON receiver. EON stands for En-
hanced Other Network.

Every time a traffic announcement (TA)
is transmitted, you will automatically be
switched from a station that does not
provide traffic information to a station
within the broadcasting network that
does.

Once the traffic information message is
over, you will be switched back to the
programme that you were listening to
before.

Switching traffic information
priority on/off
O Press the TRAF button (15).

Traffic announcement priority is active
when a traffic jam symbol lights up in
the display.

Note:
You will hear a warning sound

« if you leave the reception area of a
traffic information station that you
are currently listening to.

« if, while listening to a cassette, a
CD or an AUX source, you leave
the reception area of a traffic infor-
mation station that you are tuned
into and the subsequent automatic
search cannot find a new traffic in-
formation station.

« if you retune the radio from a traffic
information station to a station that
does not broadcast traffic informa-
tion.

If you hear the warning sound, you can
either switch off traffic information pri-
ority or tune into a station that broad-
casts traffic information.

Setting the traffic
announcement volume
