Your player runs on 1 x “AAA” battery for music playback.

Remove the USB plug cap.

Remove the battery compartment cover located on the rear of the player.

3. Insert one “AAA’ battery, taking care to match the polarity of the battery with the
markings on the inside of the compartment.

4. Replace the battery compartment cover.

Resetting Your Player
Reset your player if it should freeze and not respond or otherwise malfunction.
1. Ifthe player is connected to a computer, disconnect it.

2. Remove the battery from the player. Wait 30 seconds before replacing the
battery.

SETTING MODE

Backlight

Set the Backlight option to change the duration of time (in seconds) that the back-
light will remain on after a key press. A setting of “Always Off” will disable the back-
light completely. A setting of “Always On” will keep that backlight on continuously.
. Press G or e to select a Backlight option and press @ to confirm.

+  Press to return to the Settings menu.

Backlight Color

Set the Backlight Color to change the color of the LCD backlight. A setting of “Off”
will disable the backlight completely. A setting of “Color All” will change the back-
light color with each key press.

. Press e or e to select a Backlight Color option and press m to confirm.

«  Press [QYAIE to return to the Settings menu.

Power Set

Set the Power Set option to change the duration of time (in minutes) that the player
will remain on when it is idle. A setting of “Disable” will turn this power-saving
feature off.

. Press G or e to select a Power Set option and press @ to confirm.

+  Press to return to the Settings menu.

Record Set

Set the Recording Quality level for Voice recordings. The options are 32Kbps (low-
er quality), 44Kbps, 64Kbps, and 88Kbps (highest quality). Higher quality record-
ings will take up more memory than lower quality recordings.

. Press e or e to select a Record Set option and press w to confirm.

«  Press [QYAIE to return to the Settings menu.

Language

Set the language that the menus appear in. The language options are: English, French,
Chinese (Trad), Chinese (Simp), German, Spanish, Italian, and Portuguese.

. Press G or e to select a Language option and press @ to confirm.
+  Press to return to the Settings menu.
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VERSION AND INFO MODE

Enter “Version” mode to view your player’s firmware information.
.+ Select “Version” from the main menu and press ) to confirm.

Enter “Info” mode to view your player’s memory information.

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FOLDER MODE

Enter “Folder” mode to play, view, or delete files your media library.

USB Driver Installation (Required for Windows 98 SE Only)

It is not necessary to install the USB driver if your computer is running Microsoft
Windows ME/2000/XP or newer, or Macintosh OS X. Computers running these
operating systems will recognize your player automatically when connected.

If your computer is running Windows 98 SE:
1. Insert the Installation CD into your computer’s CD or DVD drive. Make sure to
place the mini-CD in the center, recessed well of the drive tray.

2.  Navigate to MY COMPUTER and double-click on the CD/DVD drive icon
(usually “D:”).

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ABOUT DIGITAL MUSIC FILES (MP3)

What is an MP3?

MP3 (short for MPEG-1 Audio Layer 3) is a compressed digital audio file. MP3 files
can deliver audio at a quality that nearly matches compact discs (CDs), but are
about one-tenth the size of CD-audio.

How can | play an MP3?

MP3s may be played on a wide variety of devices. Devices that may play MP3s are:
MP3 Players, Portable Media Players (players), Personal Computers, and DVD
Players.

What is an MP3 Player?

MP3 Players are devices (usually portable) that can play back MP3 audio files.
Although they are called “MP3 Players”, most can play other types of digital audio
files (e.g., WMA, OGG, WAV, or AAC). Since modern players can play more than
just MP3s, they may also be referred to as Digital Audio Players.

Many MP3 players include other functions such as an FM Radio, Voice Recorder,
Photo Viewer, or Video Playback.

Where Can | Get MP3/WMA files?

You may either download MP3 or WMA files from a music download or subscription
service, or you may create (“rip”) your own MP3/WMA files.

Downloading MP3/WMA Files

There are many online stores or subscription services you may choose to purchase
and download music from. Most of these stores employ Windows Media Digital
Rights Management (WMDRM) and offer encrypted WMA files for download. Due
to the encryption, these files cannot be played on all MP3 Players.

Most COBY MP3 Players can play encrypted WMA files—these players will state
so on their packaging. If you are unsure of whether or not your player can play en-
crypted WMA files, you may visit our website at http://www.cobyusa.com for more
information about your player.

Please note that music purchased from Apple’s iTunes music store employs their
proprietary Fairplay-encrypted AAC; purchased iTunes music cannot be played on
any MP3 player other than Apple’s.
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ABOUT DIGITAL MUSIC FILES (MP3)

What is Encryption?

Encryption is a way of protecting media with a unique Content ID for the purpose
of data security. In order to access the encrypted media, End Users must acquire
a license key and that allows for decryption and playback. Without this license key,
encrypted media will not play

Creating MP3/WMA Files
You can create your own digital audio files for personal use by “ripping” your music
CDs and converting them to an MP3, WMA, or OGG.

To create your own MP3 files, you will need a computer with an application in-
stalled that can rip and encode MP3s or WMAs. Windows Media Player 10 is one
software application made available by Microsoft that will rip and convert CDs to
an MP3 or WMA file.

. Ripping a CD copies and converts (encodes) the music from the CD to a
compressed digital audio file.

. Converting to MP3 and/or deselecting the “Copy Protect Music” option will
ensure the widest playback compatibility of your music files.

How Do | Rip My Music CDs Using Windows Media Player 10?

1. Start the Windows Media Player 10 (WMP10) application. (If it is not installed
on your computer, you will have to download and install the program from
www.microsoft.com).

2. Insert your music CD into your computer’'s CD-ROM drive.
3.  Click the “Rip” tab.

4. Set the appropriate options, and then click “Rip Music” to begin the ripping
process.

5. The converted file will be saved to your “My Music” folder unless you have
specified otherwise.

In addition to an MP3 player with WMDRM support:
. To transfer and play purchased music, you will need Windows Media Player
9 or newer.

. To transfer and play subscription music, you will need Windows XP and
Windows Media Player 10 or newer.

For more information and support, please refer to the documentation provided by
the online store or subscription service from which you purchased your music.

Common Errors Associated with DRM-Encrypted Music Files

Why is my MP3 player not recognizing the files | have transferred to it?

If your MP3 Player does not display or recognize the files you have transferred to it,
the files may not be of a type supported by the player. Make sure your music files
are in MP3 or WMA format.

Why is my MP3 player skipping a file?
The file may be corrupt. Download or transfer the file to your player again.

The file that is being skipped may be DRM-encrypted. If your license has expired,
you will not be able to play this file.

. If you believe your license has expired prematurely, please contact the store
or service from which you have downloaded this file for support.

Why is my MP3 player displaying the error message “NO AUTHORITY”?
The player may be trying to read a file that is DRM-encrypted. If your license has
expired, you will not be able to play this file.

. If you believe you are receiving this message in error, please contact the store
or service from which you have downloaded this file for support.

How do | transfer and play iTunes files on my MP3 Player?

Music purchased from Apple’s iTunes music store employs their proprietary Fair-
play-encrypted AAC format. Purchased iTunes music cannot be played on any
MP3 player other than Apple’s.

However, MP3 files may be transferred from iTunes to your MP3 player. Please see
the iTunes documentation for more information and support.

The player does not turn on.
. The battery level may be too low. Try installing a new battery.

. Ensure that the battery is charged.
. Ensure that the Lock switch is disengaged.
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TROUBLESHOOTING

The player will not play my music file.
. Ensure that the file is in a compatible format (MP3, WMA).

. The file may be copy-protected and you no longer have authorization to play
this file. If you feel this is in error, please contact the service from which you
downloaded the file.

The LCD characters are corrupted or something is wrong with the display.
. Ensure that the correct language has been selected.
. Remove and replace the battery.

I cannot transfer files to the player.
. Ensure that your computer is running a supported operating system.

. If you are running Microsoft Windows 98 SE, ensure that the USB driver has
been properly installed.

. Ensure that the player is attached securely to your computer’s USB port.

. If you have connected the player through a USB hub, try connecting the player
directly to your computer.

. Ensure that the player's memory capacity is not full.

The player has malfunctioned.
. Remove and replace the battery.

. Try updating the player’s firmware. Please refer to the Firmware Upgrades
section of this manual for detailed instructions.
